Title:	Information request for SMG6 work on UMTS management





The 3GPP TSG-SA WG5 would like to express its respectful commend to ETSI SMG6 for all the remarkable achievements that your organization has accomplished in the GSM and UMTS management area.


As you may well aware, and as well captured in Tdoc. 3GPP TSG#1(98)-056 presented by Mr. Friedhelm Hillebrand, ETSI SMG chairman, all 3GPP partners have agreed in last December Sophia Antipolis 3GPP Joint TSG meeting to swiftly transfer all 3G system work currently progressing or presently completed by every partner organization to 3GPP within the time window of December 1998 to February 1999 before the next March 3GPP joint TSG meeting. This rigorous schedule was to ensure that one set of globally applicable common 3G system specifications based on the GSM/UTRA can be generated by the end of year 1999.


In this light, the 3GPP TSG-SA WG5, mandated to specify the 3G system management aspect, would like to respectfully request ETSI SMG6 to kindly forward to 3GPP TSG-SA WG5 all the UMTS-related work currently progressing in or presently completed by your organization. The 3GPP TSG-SA WG5 would like to have the information available at the next March 1-4 3GPP Joint TSG meeting in Fort Lauderdale, Florida, USA.


3GPP TSG-SA WG5 sincerely hopes that this will be only the very beginning of a continuing relationship productive and cordial between our two organizations of telecommunications management experts mandated to work on different body parts of one family system.
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
