Reports

6.1
Tokyo TSG-SA meeting report

S5-99064 contains the SA5 chairman's report from Yokohama TSG-SA #3 meeting. The main points that are raised are:

-
SA5's revised Terms of Reference was approved;

-
v1.0.0 of SA5's two deliverable were presented for information;

-
S1 presented their document 22.15 containing the 3GPP requirements for charging. T-Mobil stated that they plan to discuss the 22.15 internally will come to the next meeting with any conclusions that they make;

-
3GPP agreed that TSG-SA will be used for cross-TSG project coordination;

-
SA5 suggested the idea of extending Telecoms Management to the terminal and the SIM.

Regarding the latter point, the secretary pointed out the TSG-T3 group is developing a standardarised method of uploading applications and data "over-the air" to the SIM thus allowing operators easier (i.e. standardised rather than SIM-manufacturer specific) management of the SIM than has been possible with GSM.

6.2
ITU-T SG11 Geneva meeting report

S5-99065 contains a report from the S5 chairman of the recent joint SG4 and SG11 meeting. The main issue of that meeting was to discuss and agree to the method of promoting IMT-2000 work in the areas of management and security. The report mentions that:

two new Joint Question Groups (JQG) were created. They are:

-
JQG 6 - IMT-2000 Management


The "issue managers" for this work are Mr. Geoff Caryer, BT, WP 3/4 Chair and Mr. John Visser, Nortel, WP 3/11 Ad Hoc Group Chair on IMT-2000 Management.

-
JQG 7 - IMT-2000 Security (subject to SG7's agreement)

Some concerns were raised that there is a danger of parallel work being done by ITU and 3GPP (and 3GPP2) regarding (Telecommunications) Management. The chairman encouraged interested delegates to attend the JQG6 meeting in Korea.

S5-99066 contains an email from Siemens to the SA5 chairman expressing concerns about parallel work being done in the ITU and 3GPP. A follow up to this email in S5-99067 contains a futher suggestion that SA5 (or perhaps an individual company) should send an LS to the ITU informing them of SA5 expected work program. See section 7.1 of this report for further information.

6.3
Other meeting reports

It was noted that the SMG6 GPRS working party had a meeting very recently. The work on charging is now largely mature, the work on O&M is quite active. They have agreed to focus their work in the short term in on performance measurement definitions. This will result in a R98 CR to the existing GSM 12.04 specification.

The second part of the UML (Universal Modelling Language) training course initiated by ETSI TMN5 was recently held at ETSI. It was proposed that the delegates who had attended the course should make an introductory presentation on UML to the next SA5 meeting. This activity would be lead by John Mudge and Alfonso.

7
Discussions and decisions on inter-organizational issues

7.1
ITU-T JQG6 work plan

S5-99065 contains a report from the S5 chairman. During the presentation of the doucment, some concerns were raised about the work items currently under consideration within JQG6. It was agreed that it would be very useful if JQG6 could monitor of the work of the different IMT-2000 family group members regarding charging and accounting work so that potential incompatibilities could be avoided.

SA5 studied the draft of 3GPP TSG-SA WG5 LS to ITU-T JQG6 (Tdoc 080), prepared by LS drafting ad hoc team, and approved the LS as shown in Tdoc 081 after making some modification to the draft. The LS is to convey 3GPP TSG-SA WG5's proposal to ITU-T JQG6 that JQG6 work focus plan should be focused strictly on the network interconnection portion only of IMT-2000 management issues that will necessarily require an interfamily network interconnection. The chairman will find out how the LS will be liaised to ITU-T JQG6.

7.2
TSG-SA1 charging and billing requirements

It was noted that the SA meeting last week had approved a CR to their document "22.15 - 3GPP charging requirements". The secretary undertook to distribute the revised version to SA5 when it becomes available.

It was also noted that there are two requirement documents from the GSM MoU Association which may be relevant to the work of SA5. The secretary undertook to obtain the latest version of these specifications for the next meeting.

7.3
Other inter-organzational issues

It was noted that there are many other groups and committees dealing directly or indirectly with Telecommunications Management issues. It was therefore agreed that SA5 should appoint liaison officers for monitoring the work of other groups. The tasks and responsibilities of the officers are:

to monitor the relevant group either by attending meetings, getting feedback from colleagues who have attended the meetings or reading the reports from the meetings; and

In order to achieve the most efficient coordination at the lowest possible level, the Chair encouraged SA5 delegates, if possible, to personally participate in the RAN3 WG meeting representing their respective Individual Member companies.

It was noted that the SA WG5 still does not have a vice-chairman. The chairman again stressed the need for the post to be filled and requested that delegates ask their companies reconsider the issue so that an election could be held at the next meeting.

It was agreed that the issue can be better discussed in a future meeting after the planned tutorial introductory presentation of UML schedule for the next meeting.

It was agreed that the issue can be better discussed in a future meeting after SA5 receives the SA1 LS reply pertaining to the billing and charging requiremens.

WI-1 Rapporteur Group discussion ("Telecom Management principles and high level requirements")

9.3.1
General

The rapporteur, Michael Truss, gave a brief introduction of the work item by explaining that 3GPP 32.001 was based on work that had already been done by the ETSI TMN5.

9.3.2
Review of TS 32.101

S5-99062 contains an updated draft of 3G TS 32.101 (v1.1.0). This update is mainly related to the new subclause on fault management. It proposes that the ETSI SMG6 document GSM 12.11 "Fault management of the BSS" be used as a basis. It was noted that despite the title, the GSM 12.11 mainly addresses fault management in a generic way (i.e. it refers to "network elements" in many cases rather than just the BSS).

During the meeting, the whole document was reviewed on page by page basis. The following sections identify the main issues raised.

9.3.2.1
Scope

-
the scope was adjusted to say that the document identifies the requirements for ....

During a more general discussion on the consequences of some of the scope items, the following points were raised:

-
it was commented that functions and processes should be specified but that physical structure should not;

-
it was noted that the telecoms operation map is based on the TMN model;

-
it was noted that the approach followed by both work items was a top-down approach starting with requirements based on operators processes and finishing with network element management.

-
it was noted that the term "layered approach" as used in the TMN model was somewhat misleading as the model does imply the structured flow of information from one layer to another. It does define the relationship of one process to another.

Two action point were noted:

AP:
Identify within the existing 32.101 new input related to Management Architecture (all)

9.3.2.2
References, definitions and abbreviations

-
it was noted that as this is a requirements specification, it was useful to have references to GSM specifications. However, the detailed specifications to be developed as a result of this requirments specification should reference only 3GPP documents.

-
it was agreed to add a new term TM to indicate Telecommunications Management. This would be used through out the document where a direct reference to TMN (as defined in ITU-T) is inappropriate.

9.3.2.3
Clause "General"

-
regarding the requirements in 4.1.1, it was agreed to remove item 3 and to add TMN and TMF to item 11. Enhancements were made to 16.

9.4
WI-2 Rapporteur Group discussion ("Telecom Management architecture")

S3-99068 contains 32.002 v1.0.0 "3G Telecom Management architecture". This version was presented for information to the TSG-SA #3 meeting in Yokohama. During a review of the document, the following points were noted:

-
it was agreed to add a new term TM to indicate Telecommunications Management. This would be used through out the document where a direct reference to TMN (as defined in ITU-T) is inappropriate.

-
in the architectural constraints subclause, T-Mobil offered to submit a contribution emphasising the importance of the availability of off-the-shelf software to customise network management;

-
in the interoperability subclause, a new subclause will be added for interfaces;

-
more detailed text is required in the "Data communication networks" and "New technologies" subclauses;

-
in the subclause "network element management architecture" it was agreed to clarify the figure regarding the levels of standardisation of the information flows. Motorola also offered to provide further input for this section;

-
the reason for "plug & play" in the MN application subclause should be change from "easy integration" rather than "easy implementation";

9.5
Other technical issues

No issues were raised under this agenda item.
