Ericsson's paper regarding the UMTS management framework describes a fruitful concept and viewpoint in order to reduce a complexity of an overall solution when designing and implementing solutions for multi-vendor network management. Too ambitious design requirements for different interfaces may prevent SA5 members from getting mutual understanding in time, and may encourage implementing increasing amount of vendor specific interfaces despite of the common standardisation effort. Therefore Nokia supports the use of IRP concept with following conditions, and looks forward to see the content of Ericsson's paper in the WI-1 and WI-2 baseline documents:

1) All further specifications concerning the IRP and this proposal "Management Framework for UMTS" are submitted as contributions to the existing baseline documents of WI-1 and WI-2. There should not be a separate work item for IRP and related framework.

2) All identified IRPs must be compliant with the ones in Tele Management Forum (TMF) specifications.
