Title:
Request for establishment of co-operative relation

In our Cork, Ireland meeting, we, 3GPP TSG-SA WG5 (Telecom Management WG - SA5 in short), had an opportunity of learning about your high quality work in telecommunication management aspects standardization, reported by our T1 liaison rapporteur who attended your last Torrance meeting. We were impressed at the extent and quality of the work that your organization is producing.

We, SA5, one of five Working Groups of TSG-SA (Services and Systems Aspect), which is one of four Technical Specification Groups of 3GPP, bear in 3GPP the responsibility of producing specifications of management/O&M aspects of the 3rd generation wireless system based on the UTRA radio technology and the GSM-evolved network as one member of the IMT2000 family of systems. The 3GPP (3rd Generation Partnership Project), participated by ETSI (Europe), T1 (North America), TTC and ARIB (Japan), TTA (Korea) and CWTS (China), is a multi-regional joint effort for generating one common set of global standards for one IMT2000 family member system. Besides working on our own 6 work items (3G management principles; 3G management architecture; 3G charging and billing; 3G configuration management; 3G performance management; 3G fault management), we are responsible for coordinating all O&M specification work across all TSGs in the 3GPP.

It is our belief that SA5, a management standardization body for a more specialized system, can be significantly benefited by humbly learning valuable experiences from a body like T1M1 which has long been working for many different components of various systems in many different aspects in a broader scope. By this liaison, we thus convey you our wish of establishing a relation of special cooperation. Especially, T1M1 being one TSC of T1, a 3GPP partner organization, we would like to establish with you a relation at least as close as the one that we have been enjoying with ETSI TC-TMN, a technical committee of another 3GPP partner organization.

Perhaps, a good start can be made by your organization kindly sharing with us your findings in the area of management technology evaluation. Starting our management architecture and modeling description work, among many others, we naturally face the difficult fundamental problem of management standardization technology selection problem, which you must have already gone through many times. Our T1 liaison rapporteur reported that you have made in T1M1.5 substantial progress in mapping the CMIP/GDMO capability in the COBAR/IDL technology. We will be very much interested in learning what you have found in this area.

We sincerely hope that this will be an on-start of a good, productive relationship between our two telecommunications management standardization organizations, which can perhaps be even further cultivated into a relation of having a joint workshop on certain issues.
