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Chairman’s Report from

Kyongju 3GPP TSG-SA Meeting #5

11-13/10/99 Kyongju, Korea

1.
Introduction

This document is the Chairman’s report to TSG-SA WG5 (SA5) from the last Kyongju 3GPP TSG-SA (SA) Meeting #5 that the Chairman attended on behalf of SA5. This report primarily concerns only those matters that appear to be closely related to SA5 business.  An official recording of the meeting originally drafted by the TSG secretariat can be found in TD SP-99244.

The SA5 chairman, Albert H. Yuhan, reported to this TSG-SA meeting the status and activities of SA5. The summary report can be found in TD SP-99380.

2. Approval of 2 CRs against GSM 12.15

TSG-SA approved two CRs submitted by SA5 proposing some changes to GSM12.15 v 7.2.1 contained in TD SP-99381 as they were presented.

3. Presentation of 3 new TSs for SA information

TSG-SA noted 3 new TSs (TS 32.104, TS 32.106, and TS 32.111, respectively found in TD SP‑99382 TD SP‑99383 and TD SP‑99384) presented by SA5 for TSG-SA information, and all planned to be submitted to TSG-SA#6 meeting for approval. The SA5 Chairman advised TSG-SA of the risk that TSs 32.106 and 32.111 may be delayed to TSG SA#7.

4. Inclusion in Release-99 of detailed Charging and Management work 

The SA5 Chairman pointed out that the detailed level work on the charging and management aspects of the 3G system based on the Release-99 core specifications can be completed only after the core specifications are first stabilised. To SA5 question of whether the detailed level charging and management work delivered with the “standard O&M delay” should be included in Release-99 for logical synchronisation or in Release-2000 for delivery timing synchronisation, TSG-SA found it more reasonable to maintain the logical synchronisation.  However, TSG-SA cautioned that the delay should be minimised.

5. Question of including TSs 32.101 and 32.102 in ITU reference list

Due to the recent ITU-R decision of making direct references to external SDO specifications from IMT-2000 ITU Recommendations (at least for the R-sector, for the time being), all 3GPP TSGs compiled for the list of 3G specifications to be provided to the ITU for its reference. In this context, raised was a question whether TSG-SA approves the TSs 32.101 and 32.102 (which were actually ready for approval) and have them be included in the ITU reference list or not. After some discussion on the relevance of the documents in relation to ITU‑R (Radio Interface only or more wide-ranged), it was decided that there was no need to forward these two SA5 documents to ITU‑R for the time being.

6. TSG-SA support of SA5 TMF liaison establishment 

SA5’s request for PCG approval of SA5’s desire of establishing a liaison relationship with TMF was supported by TSG-SA and the request was forwarded to PCG.

7. Charging work on GSM LCS, and others 

TSG-SA reviewed the copy of T1P1.5 liaison letter to SA5 by which T1P1.5 asked about SA5’s undertaking the charging standards work of GSM LCS. Due to the handover of the GSM charging work from SMG6 to SA5, the SA5 cCairman was obliged to report that SA5 would like to be willing to take on the subject, but needed to look at the resource availability for the work.

Besides the GSM LCS charging needs, a number of new features undertaking, such as MeXe (TD SP-99470), Inter-PLMN global roaming (TD SP-99406), All-IP (TD SP-99456), 3G LCS,  cited the need of charging work. TSG-SA noted that whenever a service is being specified, then the charging aspects should automatically be dealt with as a part of that work, and that the organisation chartered for that responsibility should strive for securing the needed resources. Representatives of the GSM Association responded that the GSM Associations 3GPP Working Party are also working on the charging. The GSM Association representatives present at the meeting suggested that SA5 should seek active co-ordination with the BARG group in the GSM Association, and the BARG (Billing and Accounting Rapporteurs Group) for charging including the resource assistance issue. 

8. Terminal management

TSG-T liaised TSG-SA and requested TSG-SA view on that TSG-T agreed that T2 should be responsible for Terminal Management and that the work should be based on the SAT and MeXe flatform. Based on the SA5 Chairman report that the management model needs to be carefully designed and that SA WG5 has the expertise on building the management model, TSG-SA opiniated that T2 should be responsible for the work but should co-operate with SA5 on the overall management model issues.

9. Need of SA5 #8 meeting date adjustment

The TSG SA Chairman indicated that the planning for SA WG5 Meeting #8 was considered unacceptable as it overlaps with part of the TSG SA Meeting and even if reduced by 1 day is too close to the TSG SA meeting. As meetings in the days leading up to a TSG meeting does not leave the support team enough time to prepare the inputs to TSG SA from the meeting. SA5 was requested to move the meeting. This view was supported by TSG CN Chairman, who reported that a 1‑week rule is in force in TSG CN to allow delegates time to check CRs before the presentation to the TSG and for the support team to prepare the material. The SA5 Chairman undertook to change the meeting date.
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
