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Document Summary:
This contribution contains some comments on 32.106 Annex H (Naming Convention).
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1. Some explanations are required to complete the examples given in Figure 1. From topology points of view there seems to be no difference between the first graph in the first row and the second graphic in the second row.

2. The whole design of this naming convention seems to be based on ASCII (8 bits) characters. What about the other languages like Chinese, Japanese, Arabic and so on. Should we talk something about the possibility to apply Unicode (16 bits) characters? If we don’t have enough time to deal with such problems in R99, we must at least ensure the extensibility and backward compatibility of this standard. For instance we may add a clause at the begin of this annex to explain that the naming convention presented here are based on application of 8 bit ASCII characters and a related naming convention based on 16 bit Unicode will be presented in a later release. 
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
