GSM LCS Charging Questions

T1P1.5 apologizes for the delayed reply.  We thank SA5 for agreeing to our proposal indicating SA5 should take the responsibility of the GSM LCS charging standardization.

Below, please find our answers to the three questions that you raised in your liaison:

· When the LCS client is a Mobile terminal, will the LCS client be identified by IMSI, MSISDN or some other identity. Specifically when the requesting LCS client is not a Mobile terminal, what will be the client identity that can be recorded in the Call detail record.

According to the present GSM LCS architecture, a mobile terminal as an LCS client will be identified by IMSI.  For a non-mobile station LCS client, the type of LCS client and, when available, an E.164 address should be recorded.

· Does T1P1 have any view on the specific information to be recorded within a LCS CDR.

Please refer to the GSM 02.71 Stage 1 specification.
· Will a LCS client service request be received only by a GMLC. Is the response to this request (either positive or negative) always provided back to the LCS client by the same GMLC.

For a Mobile Terminated Location Request (MT-LR) the answer to both questions is yes.  For a mobile originating (MO-LR) case and network-induced (NI-LR) case, it is possible that an MSC is involved, but no GMLC.  Also for MO-LR and NI-LR it is possible for a location estimate to be sent to an external client via a GMLC.  Please refer to the GSM 03.71 Stage 2 specification for details.

We hope that our answer will be of help.
