Support of Maintenance Action

In order to facilitate maintenance of the network, the system shall support the following EM commands:

-
request isolation of device for maintenance.  Ongoing calls shall be allowed to be terminated by the users.

-
request clearing of calls for maintenance.  This will isolate the device addressed by the command, and ongoing calls using the device will be cleared.

-
clear device from control channels (NodeB - per channel, per carrier, per cell).  It shall be possible to specify an alternate device to take over the channel(s), otherwise automatic reconfiguration shall be performed.

-
when there are more than one possible reconfiguration,it should be possible to establish priorities for automatic reconfiguration
.  This will force the NE's automatic reconfiguration after a fault  to follow a scheme predefined by the system operator.

.
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These requirements are covered by State Management
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This requirement is covered either by State Management or by Configuration Management 
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I think this cannot be a mandatory requirement since it is strongly depend on the implementation and availability of redundancies
