Establishment of a co-operative relationship between 3GPP2 TSG-S WG2 and 3GPP TSG SA WG5


Dear Mr. Yoshimura,

During SA WG5 meeting #10 (28th February – 3rd March 2000), the issue of establishing a co-operative relationship with 3GPP2 TSG-S WG2 was raised and discussed.

Agreement was reached within SA WG5 that establishment of a co-operative relationship was desirable. We believe there are a number of advantages and possibilities to co-operation, to mention just a few:

· Telecom Management / OAM&P experts are often a scarce resource within many organizations duplication of effort should be avoided as much as possible. 

· Some commonality already exists in our respective standardization efforts (e.g. use of the TMF's Telecom Operations Map), it should be possible to further build on such commonality.

· Telecom Management / OAM&P is an area somewhat independent of the underlying architecture being managed and so is an area that can particularly lend itself to commonality across different network types. 

Please find attached to this liaison letter the latest (99) release of the 3GPP Telecom Management Principles and Requirements (32.101) and Telecom Management Architecture (32.102). 

Before entering a detailed discussion on how a co-operative relationship could be made successful we would like to hear if such a relationship would be of interest to your working group. If your group agrees with our assessment as a next stage we should discuss how to establish this relationship and define its scope.
