The main steps for enabling a Network Service Descriptor are:

NM submits a request to enable a disabled Network Service Descriptor to the NFVO, using the operation Enable Network Service Descriptor of the Network Service Descriptor interface.

2.
The NFVO processes and validates the request according to [2] clause C.2.3.

3.
The NFVO acknowledges the Network Service Descriptor enable request to the NM.
