Session-ID
For a SIP session the Session-ID (Session identification) contains the SIP Call ID as defined in the Session Initiation Protocol RFC 3261 [404].
RFC 3261 [404] defines that the Call-ID contains a globally unique identifier for this call. The To tag, From tag   and Call-ID does define the peer-to-peer relationship of a SIP Session. RFC 3261 [404] describes that Call-ID header field acts as a unique identifier to group together a series of messages. 
Important is that a B2BUA will change the Call-ID and thus it cannot be used to correlate a SIP end-to-end session. So a MMTel depended on the functionality may change the Call-ID.  It can be used in addition to correlate SIP Messages between a UAC and UAS or related peers like B2BUA to B2BUA.
