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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank SA5 and RAN2 for their feedback on Data Volume reporting for LTE RAN Sharing Enhancements. 
RAN3 would like to inform SA5 that the term “GBR Band” has been changed to “GBR Range”.

RAN3 would also like to reply to SA5’s questions:
1. Whether the filter on permutations (of QCI, ARP and GBR Band) can differ per PLMN in the same eNB?

Answer: No, filtering on permutations is not required to differ per PLMN in the same eNB
2. Whether the filter on permutations (of QCI, ARP and GBR Band) for each PLMN can differ per eNB? 

Answer: No, filtering on permutation is not required to differ per eNB in the same PLMN.
3. Whether the filter on permutations (of QCI, ARP and GBR Band) can differ per direction (i.e., UL, DL)?”

Answer: Yes, filter on permutation may differ per direction but in terms of GBR ranges.

In addition, RAN3 would like to indicate that the reporting does not have to be in real time. 
In general RAN3 understands the limitations of the PM mechanism. There is an intention in the group to reuse PM counters if it is concluded this is feasible. RAN3 is currently working on the reliability and storing aspects indicated by SA5. RAN3 will inform both RAN2 and SA5 about the decisions on the data volume reporting solution and will ask for these changes to be implemented in the appropriate TSs if feasible.
