The agenda was agreed.

[bookmark: _Toc418416967][bookmark: _Toc430283418]5	NFVIFA(15)0001131 SA5: Guidelines for cooperation between 3GPP TSG SA WG5 and ETSI ISG NFV (revised) 
Presented by Zou Lan. 

The discussion focused on bullet 6: "For tenant-domain network services and policy management of tenant-domain network services realized by applications of VNFs/PNFs corresponding to 3GPP-defined NEs (i.e. Tenant Domain (see [2]) specific services), 3GPP owns, produces and maintains 3GPP stage 1/2/3 specifications on Ve-Vnfm-em, Ve-Vnfm-vnf and Os-Ma-nfvo Reference Points and would consider ETSI ISG NFV inputs on requirements."

Raquel: Clarification is needed on 'The tenant domain reference" as reference [2] is not shown in the document. 
Zou Lan: From previous version, reference [2] is 3GPP 32.101. This will be confirmed. 
Joan: This is to make sure it doesn't collide with the NS defined by ETSI. So it should be something above the NS defined by ETSI.
Zou Lan: We just try to differentiate the mobile specific parts from the generic parts.

Raquel: Clarification is needed on why the Ve-Vnfm-em and Ve-Vnfm-vnf interfaces are related to the network service. 

Mehmet: In "network services realized by "applications" of VNFs/PNFs", "application" is not needed.
Raquel: Suggest to change to "For network services and policy management of network services realized by VNFs/PNFs corresponding to 3GPP defined NE, 3GPP owns, produces and maintains 3GPP stage 1/2/3 specifcication on Os-Ma reference point.".

Conclusion: SA5 will discuss the comments from IFA and do some rewording. An official LS reply will be sent after discussion in SA5 at October meeting.

Presented by Christian. 

Raquel: Clarification on why a LCM WID is needed. What is the application specific function for LCM? 
Anatoly: There will be no overlapping between SA5 and IFA. SA5 will refer to IFA specification on the horizontal interfaces if needed.
Raquel: So these new SA5 specifications are about interfaces?
Anatoly: Not only.
Raquel: It is still not fully clear to me what application specific in LCM is. 
Anatoly: We can try to clarify that. This is part of the work that will be done in the new WID.
Zou Lan: Another important aspect is that we may propose some requirements to IFA to support the mobile aspects.

Conclusion: SA5 will keep IFA informed of the work done in the new normative WIDs and will send requirements by December 2015.
[bookmark: _Toc430283420]7	NFVIFA(15)0001037r1 IFA: Liaison response from ETSI IFA to 3GPP SA5 on clarifications on FM and PM (not yet approved)
Presented by Anatoly. 

Anatoly: Reply to SA5 on FM/PM issue progressed well in IFA with two proposed alternative solutions: script based application information transfer solution and VNF indicators solution.
Christian: When do you think the LS will be sent? 
Raquel: Probably in mid-September. 
Christian: Good, then it should reach SA5 to the October meeting.
Anatoly: I think the LS is very positive as it will obsolete many of the earlier discussions and questions we had.
Yusuke: Can you please clarify how application specific information will be transferred with LCM scripts? Anatoly gave a detailed explanation.
Yusuke: Will there be VNF indicators for 3GPP as well? 
Anatoly: Not defined at the moment. It may be proposed in the future.
Joan: I have some concerns whether the term “VNF application level” is clear. We may need to work a bit more on that.
Anatoly: This is more IFA work. It could be addressed in phase 2 or 3 in IFA. We should not need to address it in SA5, unless we find some specific use cases.
Joan: I believe that my comment is applicable to both sides. But we may resolve it in ETSI NFV first and then bring it to SA5.

Conclusion: IFA will try to get this LS approved and sent to SA5 for their October meeting.
