4.1.1 
VNF Package states

. State changes on the VNF Package may happen due to VNF LCM operations. The VNF package state diagram (see ETSI GS NFV-IFA013 [3]) define conditions related to VNF Package management that determine whether certain LCM operations are allowed or disallowed to execute.  See examples below:
· VNF can be instantiated only after the VNF package has been on-boarded, and enabled.

· A VNF package can only be deleted, if such VNF package is disabled, and is not in use by any outstanding VNF instance(s).
