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1. Overall Description:
SA5 would like to thank Small Cell Forum for the LS on Enhancements to TR-196 Small Cell Data Model. SA5 had discussed the LS. We appreciate the proposal and inputs on areas of enhancements to TR-196 Small Cell Data Model and welcome contributions to the data model.
The working procedure that is already in place between SA5 and BBF can be found at (also attached) http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/tsg_sa/WG5_TM/Guidelines/SA5_BBF%20working%20procedure.doc. 
According to the procedure, SA5 is responsible for specifying the HNB/HeNB requirements, information model and procedure flows. BBF, in turn, publishes the TR-196 data model based on the information model from SA5. 

SA5 would like to request SCF to take into account the existing process. 

The applicability of this process to the SCF-proposed enhancements/changes depends on their specific nature and SA5 would like to have a clearer understanding of them before determining whether the existing SA5-BBF process would address all proposed changes.  Accordingly SA5 recommends a 3-way conference call with SCF & BBF, in which SCF can provide additional details on the proposed enhancements/changes, following which SA5 can provide a more specific response.

SCF is encouraged to take the lead on setting up such a conference call.
