How to write a definition in a specification
The clause C.1.5 in the draftting rules [1] where it is specified how to write a definition in clause 3.1 of any spec states:

-
A definition shall not take the form of, or contain, a requirement.

-
The form of a definition shall be such that it can replace the term in context. Additional information shall be given only in the form of examples or notes.

This rule is rarely followed in SA5 specifications. One example can be seen in the tdoc S5-161107 (CR for TS 32.150) presented for the current meeting:

Managed Object Class (MOC): Similar to IOC, it describes the information that can be passed/used in management interfaces. See subclause 7.3.4.3 of [5] on Guidelines for definitions of Managed Object, for information.
The above text cannot replace the term Managed Object Class (MOC) whenever it is used in the specification. Besides, it includes a reference that's adding additional information, it is not part of the definition. This additional information needs to be added as a note. A more correct writing for the definition could be the following:

Managed Object Class (MOC): information that can be passed/used in management interfaces in a similar way to IOC. 
NOTE: See subclause 7.3.4.3 of [5] on Guidelines for definitions of Managed Object.
It is proposed that SA5 follows these recommendations from now on.
