Nokia: In the SA1 SMARTER/NEO TR, there are 75 use cases which have to be looked at. Potentially, the work can be huge. There is a need to concentrate the work.

Chairman: Good proposal, but we need a concrete proposal.

NEC: would it be possible to create a BB, with various Study Items inside the BB (e.g. IoT, network slicing, etc.)? Also, a connection is amissing between Phase 1 and Phase 2.

Huawei: No intention to split the two phases. Open to discuss how to better describe this connection.

Cisco: What is orchestration of network? Also, more discussion is needed on the proposed schedule.
Nokia: in Scope, to be mentioned that also ITU-T is working on Next Gen networks.

Chairman: don’t repeat same comments as during the discussion paper.

KDDI: as described here, this WID should be based on SA1 and SA2 study items but they are not finished yet. So, it could be too early to start it now.
Nokia: Yes, it’s early but it could be good to initiate something, especially on management aspects. Also, to be noted that SA1 SMARTER TRs are to be completed by 06/16).

NTT Docomo: Input (from SA1) for this study is not yet consolidated. Also, there is already a lot of work to be done in SA5. 

E///: not only this WID scope is very broad, it’s also very huge (incl. network slicing, IoT, MBB, etc.). each of these topics can be expanded. Also, re. cooperation with NGMN, does it mean that we shortcut the  work on requirements in SA5?
Orange: in order to be more efficient in our cooperation with NGMN than during NGCOR and Top OPE projects, it’s good to interact more closely with NGMN in general, and with NWMO stream in particular.
E///: Shall be clear that requirements from NGMN shall always be discussed in SA5, i.e. they shall not be accepted by SA5 by default without discussion.

KDDI: Monitoring is important.
NEC: Not sure NB-IOT cell is a good term, since such cells are same cells as others, with NB-IOT functionality; only some PRBs are special to NB-IOT.

Huawei: agreed, use NB-IOT instead of NB-IOT cell.

Intel: no need to include the last in the Justification.

Cisco: what are “parent cells”? There is no definition of such cells anywhere.

Huawei: this comes from the SA contribution.
