This document proposes the VR PM job creation procedure for TS 28.521 [1].

VR performance measurement job creation
Figure 4.2-1 depicts the PM job creation procedure that describes how PM jobs can be created to collect VNF related VR performance measurements, and a notification can be generated when a performance measurement is collected.   
1. 
NM sends a request to EM to create a measurement job (see clause 7.3.1 [2]) to collect the VNF related VR PM data. The job is defined by the parameters, such as iOCName and iOCInstanceList … etc. as listed in the clause 7.3.1.2 [2].
2.  EM uses iOCName and  iOCInstanceList to identify the list of VNF instances where the PM job is to be created, and sends a request with PM job related parameters to the corresponding VNFM to create a PM job.

3.  VNFM sends a request to VIM to create a PM job (see clause 7.7.2 [3]) to collect the VR performance measurements.

4.  VIM sends a response to VNFM with the PM job identifier – pmJobId (see clause 7.7.2.3 [3]), indicating the PM job that has been created.
5.  VNFM sends a response to EM with the identifier of the PM job being created.

6.  EM sends a response to NM with jobId that is mapped from pmJobId, and status = Success (see clause 7.3.1.3 [3]).
Edirot’s note: The mapping of PM job identifier provided by VNFM to jobId is FFS.
7. 
VIM sends a PerformanceInformationAvailableNotification to VNFM (see clause 7.7.6 [3]), with the object instance ID objectInstanceId, showing where the VR performance measurements are collected (see clause 8.5.8 [3]).
8. 
VNFM sends a notification to EM with the instance ID indicating that the performance measurements identified by the instance ID are available.
9.   EM sends a notifyFileReady notification to NM to indicate the performance measurements are ready for retrieval (see clause 8.1 [2]).
10. NM may use file transfer protocol to retrieve the VNF delated VR PM data from the PM data repository.
Note: The PM data are stored in the repositories in VIM and VNFM, and are transferred to the repository in EM when needed.
