Rationale

Various information data and values of non-application configurable attributes of a VNF instance are managed by the NFV-MANO. Some of this non-application information attributes can be modified, e.g., a VNF instance’s name. Such functionality is not unique to happen within NFV-MANO boundaries, as the modification in many cases comes from an explicit request from the network operator. Thus, the consumer or 3GPP management system should be able to request such modifications.
Similarly, information of a VNF instance held by the NFV-MANO needs to be made available to a consumer or 3GPP management system.

The present contribution proposes two business-level use cases:

a)  to support the request by 3GPP management system to NFV-MANO to change/modify the non-application information attribute values of a VNF instance.
b) to support the query by 3GPP management system of information of a VNF instance managed by the NFV-MANO. This use case is also related to an already agreed use case in clause 6.4.7 in draft of TS 28.510 [REF-B].
Requirements from the use case are also derived and proposed.

REQ-NFV_CM_SYS-CON-4 In order to minimize network service disruption when a VNF instance is scaled, the scaling shall not modify the existing connections with other network entities.
