Rationale

In [1], there is an object to study:

· Management and orchestration terminology and concepts for slices. The relationship between network slice management and orchestration concepts developed in this study and the management and orchestration concepts defined by ETSI NFV.
In order to fulfill required criteria for different market scenarios, the operator needs to create and manage network slice to form a complete and fully operational network for each scenario.

The operator captures customer requirements and triggers a particular network slice lifecycle management, e.g. creation, deletion, modification, etc. For the creation and modification of network slice, it may include the slice-specific network functions and parameters configuration. For the deletion of network slice, it may include the slice-specific network functions and resource release.
This contribution proposes the terminology of network slicing lifecycle management and its definition.
