Nokia: HTTP is a better example than TL1, more typical, also based on stream socket, and also human-readable.

Orange: Can’t find the reference of TL1 on the web. HTTP can be an example besides TL1
China Mobile: In the following part of the TR, some comparative analysis will be given based on the experience of the actual network management. Before that, a protocol based on socket will be described. The protocol is also designed based on TCP socket just like the TL1. Taking HTTP as another example will be also considered.
