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1. Overall Description:

The Study on determination of completeness of charging information in IMS identify and document  methods to guarantee that all the relevant charging data for an IMS session has been received in order to charge the IMS session correctly.
Now SA5 is working on defining the needed requirements to reflect the possibility to determine the completeness of charging information in IMS. The attached CR shows the agreed changes within TS 32.240. There are two requirements added.
1. Based on operator policy to enable the completeness of charging information of NEs the IMS NE generating charging information involved within a session shall include it’s own address or specific NE identifier into the initial SIP request to be sent out within the trust domain. The final SIP response send back by the last element of the trust domain shall contain the NEs listed within the initial SIP request received.

2. Based on operator policy to enable the completeness of charging information of Applications the IMS Applications hosted by an AS generating charging information involved within a session shall include it’s own address and application identifier into the initial SIP request to be sent out within the trust domain. The final response send back by the last element of the trust domain shall sent back the AS and application identifier listed within the initial SIP request received.

To proceed within SA5 there is the need to have the above mentioned SIP enablers developed.

ACTION: 
SA5  asks CT1 group to develop an SIP enablers to create and transport an application identifier referring to the application and the NE address or NE identifier which reflects the IMS network function.
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
