There had been an allegation by some members of SA5 that the work item description of the Configuration Management work item approved by SA#6 was significantly different from the proposal approved by the SA5 plenary for submission to SA#6. In the last SA5meeting#9 in Sophia Antipolis, the plenary requested the SA5 Chairman to investigate and report about the process that actually took place concerning the CM-WI. S5-000124 is the Chairman’s report on this issue. 

This investigation convinced that all-substantive modifications from the initial T-Mobil proposal were made only by SA5. The SA5 Chairman and SA5 Secretariat introduced no non-editorial alteration to the SA5-approved proposal during the preparation of the SA5 contribution to SA#6. The SA#6 approved CM-WI description is basically exactly the way SA5 proposed.

The Chairman, Albert YUHAN, reported verbally on the last meetings. 

T1M1 submitted the draft GSM 12.71 (LCS management) to the ETSI SMG#31 meeting for information. T1M1 stopped on request from T1P1 the entire coding work on GSM LCS, which has been moved into 3GPP. SA5 is now responsible for GSM LCS O&M. SA5 needs to decide who will do the actual work (i.e. should T1M1 continue or SA5 itself should do the work). Charging is already completely in SA5 since several meetings.

T1P1 decided that the entire GSM LCS should be handed over to 3GPP.

The Vice-Chairman, Michael TRUSS, informed about a joint meeting between TR45.7 and 3GPP2. Stage 1 has been completed by 3GPP2. Stage 2 & 3 were passed on to TR45.7 due to resource problems (poor meeting attendance; 2-3 persons). He proposed a liaison offering the co-operation between SA5 and the respective 3GPP2 group. This was developed under point 9.1.2 (S5-000155).

· objective of the worshop was to reach consensus on a plan for the R2000 content of 3GPP w.r.t. IP Networks.

· Hybrid SC/PS network for the next release, ensuring backward compatibility.

· Need to establish the work plan for R00.

S5-000081 contains the Motorola (Joanna GUENIN) contribution “Web based management presentation relevant for SA5”. This was the only presentation relating to Telecom Management. S5-000081 is intended as input to aid discussion of SA5’s Y2000 work plan item, relating to R00 and All IP. SA5 needs to determine the Telecom Management impact and requirements for IP and document these in 32.101 and 32.102.

Discussion:
Thomas TOVINGER (Ericsson) pointed out that support of web based management comes now in SA5 for R00. TMTF (Telecom & IT management Task Force - Cisco, IBM, Microsoft, etc.) started work some 8 years ago and has around 16 WGs.

IP Workshop by SA2 (Mexico)

The Chairman, Albert YUHAN, reported verbally about the SA2 organised IP Workshop, held in Mexico early Feb 2000. There were extensive discussions about the R00 work plan, which should go on 3 plans: CS migration, GPRS migration & IP domain. It is still open if it will be a classical IP network with wireless access or a “different” IP network.

Roland SCHMITZ (schmitz@tzd.telekom.de), Deutsche Telekom /T-Nova, presented both documents.

Second generation core network security has long been identified as a problem area, which must be tackled in 3G.  The threats include eavesdropping and modification of customer information, denial of service and fraud. The range of possible “false network” attacks is alarming.  For these reasons, a mechanism for securing sensitive MAP messages has been specified by SA3.

TS 33.102 defines three layers for the handling of MAP security, Key Administration (Layer I), Key Distribution (Layer II) and Message Encryption and Integrity Protection (Layer III). The procedures for the protection of MAP signalling (Layer III) are the responsibility of CN2. Both CN2 and SA3 were tasked by the SA#6 to work on a solution for MAP security in R99 (SP-99622).

However, it was recognised that the procedures for Key Administration and Key Distribution have impact on the System Architecture as well as on the Telecom Management of the 3G system. TS 33.102 introduces the concept of the Key Administration Centre (KAC). Each Network Operator shall have its own KAC, which serves two purposes:

1. Firstly, it exchanges keys with the KACs of other network operators in a secure manner (Key Administration Layer). The mechanism for doing this is specified in 33.102. Further details, such as the choice of transport mechanism to be used, could be agreed on in the course of roaming agreement establishment between two network operators

2. Secondly, the KAC also initiates the distribution of keys to the network elements of its own domain (Key Distribution Layer). The mechanism for doing this is in principle the same as in the Key Administration Layer. Because of the number of network elements under control of a given KAC and the fact that they may be multi-vendor, a standardised interface between the KAC and the network elements is needed.

Therefore, SA5 is asked to clarify the issues concerning the management architecture for network domain security mechanisms, including identifying suitable protocols to be used for the intra-PLMN transfer of security keys and to investigate a possible inclusion of these protocols, e.g. into TS 32.101 for R99.

I3.05 Document (Node B O&M Functional Description)

TSG RAN has answered the SA5 request (S5-000046) to raise I3.05 to a 3GPP Technical Report (TR) in S5-000072, informing that RAN3 will no longer maintain I3.05:

· It has been decided during R3#10 that R3 will no longer maintain I3.05.

· I3.05 v0.2.2 is not aligned with the latest versions of the R3 specifications. The technical report I3.05 gives only examples of how the interaction between the management system and inter-node signalling may be done.

· TS 25.401 (v3.1.0), TS 25.430 (v3.0.0), TS 25.433 (v3.0.0) and TS.442 (v3.0.0) should be addressed instead.

The question if SA5 should maintain I3.05 was addressed. Two opposing views were noted:

· I3.05 is a useful but needs to be continuously updated in order to have a living reference document for Node B O&M Functional Description;

· I3.05 has served its purpose and the O&M functional requirements are now parts of the other RAN3 TS 25.XXX documents.

Manesmann has committed to provide an editor for maintaining I3.05 in SA5.

It was noted however, that the I3.05 work is clearly broadening the scope of SA5.

SA5 invited the AR group to further study the matter & 
to comeback with a proposal for either an SA5-internal document or for a 3GPP deliverable.

The Chairman should clarify at SA-level if I3.05 could be part of SA5’s scope.

SA5 noted that Mannesmann was willing to start already a lower profile work in SA5.

It has been reported to SA that some RAN work was not fully in line with S5. The impact on these differences will need to be investigated, in order to have a consistent approach to O&M in Release 2000. SA tasked S5 to check this in co-operation with RAN.

Discussion:
Michael TRUSS (Motorola) informed that the work in SA5 was object-oriented vs. procedure-oriented in RAN/RAN3. He pointed out the necessity to not jeopardize compatibility in a multi-vendor environment. It was considered that stirring the work in RAN towards object-oriented for R00 was not necessary, because a Work Item was already submitted in RAN3 by T-Mobil & Mannesmann (Rapporteur: Martiyn HIJDRA). With this the action from SA was considered as discharged and the Chairman should report to SA#7 accordingly.
