	In the context of mobile access networks, ETSI ES 203 228 [2] sub-networks are sets of base stations and radio controllers, defined by the Operator, according to Operator’s choice, e.g. demography, topography, climate zones, etc. 3GPP SubNetwork IOC, as defined in TS 28.622 [21], do not correspond to ETSI ES 203 228 sub-networks. Operator may define its own sub-networks (acc. to ETSI ES 203 228 [2]) at the NM layer only. Such sub-networks are then not known by DM and communication between DM and NM for the assessment of energy efficiency is based on a per base station / radio controller basis.
