Rationale

These proposals are written because they are proposed by ITU-T. Ericsson is only acting as a messenger in this case.
The request has been done in joint conference call which was reported to SA5 in S5-164162 [1]
ITU-T SG2 propose that the clause for “Relationships” should be reinserted to the NRM IRP and Interface IRP IS template [2], as they use it and they base their methodology on the commonly produced 32.151.
SA5 has previously decided to remove this clause, as the information already exist in the UML diagram(s).

So one alternative could be to make this clause optional.

ITU-T SG2 also propose to add “Affected attribute(s)” column to the “Constraints” definition/table for the NRM IRP and Interface IRP IS template [2] as an improvement.

An example of how it could look like is given below.

Constraints

This clause indicates whether there are any constraints affecting attributes. Each constraint is defined by a triplet (propertyName, affectedAttributes, propertyDefinition). PropertyDefinitions are expressed in natural language.
