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Rationale

The requirements for network slice lifecycle management in clause 5.20 (draft TR 28.801 [1]) have several issues:
· Several requirements talk about NSMF directly configuring network functions.

· Requirement REQ-NSM_CM-CON-1 partitions NSMF capabilities according to the "Group A" documented in annex D of TR 23.799 [2]. According to the conclusion #6 documented in clause 8.1 of TR 23.799, the group A is not selected for Release-15.

· Requirement REQ-NSM_CM-CON-7 overlaps with requirement REQ-NSM_CM-CON-4.

It is proposed to fix the above mentioned issues.

Requirements for network slice configuration management
Editor's note: the applicability of the requirements in this clause to RAN network functions may have dependency on the results of the RAN study on slicing.
Editor's note: the requirements in this clause do not imply that NSMF has direct access to NFs (can configure them directly). Further improvement of requirements language may be needed.
REQ-NSM_CM-CON-1
The NSMF shall be able to support the following capability when creating a new NSI with common and slice specific network functions:
· Configuration of existing common network functions to support a new NSI.
· Configuration of existing slice specific network functions to support a new NSI.
· 
REQ-NSM_CM-CON-2
The NSMF shall be able to support the following capability when modifying a NSI:
· Configuration of an existing network function.

REQ-NSM_CM-CON-3
The NSMF shall be able to support the configuration of NSI.
REQ-NSM_CM-CON-4
The NSMF shall be able to support the following capability when terminating a NSI for common network functions:
· Configuration of the network functions.

REQ-NSM_CM-CON-5 The 3GPP network management system shall be able to support the following capabilities when configuring the RAN part of a network slice:

· Configuration of the RAN network functions of the network slice.

· Configuration of the RAN network functions of the network slice with information about the related CN part of the NSI. 
REQ-NSM_CM-CON-6 The NSMF shall be able to configure the NSI to support UEs moving from another administrative domain.
REQ-NSM_CM-CON-7 

The NSSMF shall be able to configure the RAN NF with appropriate RRM policy for NSIs.
