Rationale

There is a use case of monitor the performance of a network slice instance in TR 28.801 [1] and a use case of supervise a network slice instance in TR 28.801 [1].
In SA5#111bis, the group agreed the high-level functional model of business roles in the context of next generation networks. High-level business roles include (see clause 4.6 of [1]):

· Communication Service Customer (CSC): Uses communication services.

· Communication Service Provider (CSP): Provides communication services (see 4.7). Designs, builds and operates its communication services.

· Network Operator (NOP): Provides network services. Designs, builds and operates its networks to offer such services.

…

Typical CSC could be end user, small/medium/large entreprise, vertical, etc.

In clause 7.1 Network slice management functions [1], some network slice management functions are identified as below.
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Figure 7.1-1 Network slice management functions

The different functions at different network levels may have different requirements for the corresponding management data (fault information, performance measurement).

It is proposed to add a use case of FM and PM data collection and reporting into TR 28.800 [2].

FM and PM data collection and reporting
5.X.1
Pre-conditions
The 5G networks provided by the operator provide many communication services to the communication service customers. The 5G networks may be composed of virtualized network elements and non-virtualized network elements provided by different vendors.

The management of the 5G networks and services includes network services management and network elements management. The network elements management includes the NF management and resource management.
5.X.2
Description 
There are different network management functions at different network levels, for example, the 5G network slicing management functions are NSSMF, NSMF and CSMF, the LTE nodes management functions are NM, EM, and the NFV VNF management functions are NM, EM. 

These different network management functions may have different requirements for the corresponding network management data, i.e. FM data and PM data. There are multiple categories of network management data such as:

· NF related FM and PM data;

· Network related FM and PM data;

· Communication service related FM and PM data.

Editor’s note 1: the Network related FM and PM data and the communication service related FM and PM data are under discussion in network slicing management SI and needs to be revisited later.
However, some of the network management data needed by these different network management functions may be same. For example, EM, NM and NSSMF may all need the alarm data or performance measurement data of some specific NFs although they focus on different aspects of network management.

Considering the multiple FM and PM data consumers, it would be beneficial to have a unified function whose responsibility is collection and re-distribution of the FM and PM data of NFs.
Editor’s note 2: the functionality of the unified function whose responsibility is collection and re-distribution of the FM and PM data of NFs is FFS.

The operator manages FM and PM data that pertains to communication services and network elements in a simple way.
