NSI components

The NSI contains

NFs (e.g. belonging to AN and CN) as well as connections between these NFs

Network characteristics examples are ultra-low-latency, ultra-reliability etc.

NSI contains Core Network part and Access Network part.

NSI Management

NSI management includes

management of 3GPP-defined NFs

management of interconnection aspects such as topology of links between the NFs, individual link requirements (e.g. QoS attributes), etc. In case of non-3GPP NFs, such as TS NFs, management of interconnection is the only part that belongs to the scope of slicing management
