5.x.1
Pre-conditions
The NSI already exists.

5.x.2
Description
When the service requirements are changed by the Customer, it is desirable that the NSI can be reconfigured automatically to support the updated service requirements.
SMF updates the network slice requirements based on the change of service requirements received from Customer, and sends the updated requirements to NSMF;
NSMF, which may be pre-configured with a policy for automated reconfiguration of NSI, upon receipt of the updated network slice requirements, triggers the automated reconfiguration of the NSI. The NSMF may decide to modify the existing NSSIs and/or add new NSSIs for the automated reconfiguration of the NSI, and sends the corresponding Network Slice Subnet related requirements to NSSMF.

NSSMF, upon receipt of the updated and/or new Network Slice SubNet requirements, modifies the NSSI and/or adds the new NSSI accordingly.
Human intervention should be allowed during the steps described above.
