Rationale
According to TS 36.300, E-UTRAN supports LTE-WLAN aggregation (LWA) operation whereby a UE in RRC_CONNECTED is configured by the eNB to utilize radio resources of LTE and WLAN. Two scenarios are supported depending on the backhaul connection between LTE and WLAN:
-
non-collocated LWA scenario for a non-ideal backhaul;

-
collocated LWA scenario for an ideal/internal backhaul;

The overall architecture for the non-collocated LWA scenario is illustrated in below figure below where the WLAN Termination (WT) terminates the Xw interface for WLAN. In the collocated LWA scenario the interface between LTE and WLAN is up to implementation.
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The WT, as a separate network function, needs to be brought into the management picture.

Issues
Two LWA scenarios are supported depending on the backhaul connection between LTE and WLAN:
-
non-collocated LWA scenario for a non-ideal backhaul;

-
collocated LWA scenario for an ideal/internal backhaul.

In the non-collocated LWA scenario, the WT terminates the Xw interface for WLAN.

Operator needs to be able to manage the relation (i.e. the management view of the Xw interface) between eNB and WT for the non-collocated LWA.

Description
NM may request the EM(s) to establish the relation (i.e. the management view of the Xw interface) between the eNB and the WT. The EM(s) configure(s) the eNB and WT to establish the relation.
NM may request the EM(s) to modify the relation between the eNB and the WT. The EM(s) configure(s) the eNB and WT to modify the relation.
NM may also request the EM(s) to delete the relation (i.e. the management view of the Xw interface) between the eNB and the WT. The EM(s) configure(s) the eNB and WT to delete the relation.
