Rationale

Clause 5.1.7 contains an editor’s note which is proposed to be changed to a note. An operator decides how a network slice is designed and created to enable it to support traffic handling for multiple customers. Customers using the shared network slice will want to be informed about the state of the network slice, the operator may therefore provide all or no management data to the customer however it is not in the scope of the standards to specify what management data should be made available to the customer. It is proposed to change the Editor’s note to a NOTE changing the FFS to not subject to standardization. 
In the pre-condition of 5.1.7 it is assumed that the NSMF is capable of generating management data per customer for different customers however a shared network slice between multiple customers the NSMF does not have knowledge the users/customers of the network slice and can therefore not generate management data per customer. It is proposed to replace NSMF with CSMF.

Management data isolation

5.1.7.1
Management data isolation when multiple customers share the same Network Slice Instance 

5.1.7.1.1
Pre-conditions
The operator wants to use one slice instance to serve multiple customers (i.e. other network operator or enterprises etc.) simultaneously and customers want to get the management data of the slice instance, such as performance measurements. It is assumed that the NSMF is capable of generating the management data separate per customer for different customers. 

NOTE: having access to management data by customers, and the level of visibility of a network slice by a customer is business between the operator and the customer and not subject to standardization.
5.1.7.1.2
Description 

When the service requirements of multiple customers can be fulfilled by the same NSI, the operator may decide to create a single NSI. The created NSI is shared to serve multiple customers.
In the case of there is fault or the performance degradation in the slice instance, the customer service may be influenced. The customer may want to know the fault information or the performance information of the slice instance which cause the service problem.

The management data (e.g. fault management data, performance data, etc.) for different customers may be separated. 

It is up to the operator to decide whether a customer service is to be served by the same NSI or by different NSIs. 
If the service requirements of one of the customers sharing the slice instance changes, the operator may decide to modify the slice instance without negatively impacting the service to other parties, if possible. For example, the operator may check if the modification or reconfiguration is against the resource usage policies of other services provided by the same NSI. If there is no conflict, the operator then modifies or reconfigures the NSI.
5.1.7.1.3
Post-conditions
Multiple customers are served by the same NSI with access to their network management data.
