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Figure 5.7.4.1.1: Basing the service interface from Charging Domain on the ADF
Nch is the Service-based interface exhibited by Charging Domain. In this case, instead of the Charging Domain exposing services required by a Charging Triggering Functions (CTF) it would expose services provided by Account Data Forwarding (ADF) function. This will allow the Charging Domain to receive reports or collected metrics from other functions that only have an Accounting Metrics Collection (AMC) function and that do not have a CTF.
