It is proposed to make the following changes to TS 28.306.
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Annex A (normative): Solution Set definitions for solution 1
A.1 CORBA Solution Set
This clause specifies the CORBA Solution Set for the solution 1 of this IRP whose semantics are specified in 3GPP TS 28.305 [2] – clauses 5.1 and 6.1.

Since solution 1 is based on existing IRPs, the CORBA Solution Set for solution 1 is based on Corba Solution Sets defined in TS 28.623 [10], TS 32.606 [8], TS 32.616 [7], TS 32.416 [11], TS 32.111-6 [12].
A.2 SOAP Solution Set and XML Definitions
This clause specifies the CORBA Solution Set for the solution 1 of this IRP whose semantics are specified in 3GPP TS 28.305 [2] – clauses 5.1 and 6.1.

Since solution 1 is based on existing IRPs, the SOAP Solution Set and XML definitions for solution 1 are based on:

- XML definitions in TS 28.623 [10],
- SOAP Solution Sets defined in TS 32.606 [8], TS 32.616 [7], TS 32.416 [11], TS 32.111-6 [12].
