Detailed proposal

It is proposed to make the following changes to drafts TS 28.554 [2]. 
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X   Use case for end-to-end latency measurements of Network Slice instance related KPI
The end-to-end latency of a Network Slice instance is an important performance parameter for opertating a Network Slice instance. If current end-to-end latency is insufficient, the network slice customer cannot obtain guaranteed network slice service provided by the network operator. So it is necessary to define end-to-end latency of Network Slice instance related measurement to evaluated whether the current end-to-end latency that network slice customer has requested can be completely satisfied. The procedure shall be invoked by network management system and is used:

-
to update the CSMF/NSMF with the current end-to-end latency parameter for monitoring;

-
to inform the network slice customer/network operator the end-to-end latency;

-
 to update CSMF/NSMF to evaluated if the current end-to-end Network Slice instance performance can meet network slice customer’s service requirement. If not, the network management may trigger some actions to adjust the Network Slice instance, e.g. modification, reconfiguration.
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
