This discussion paper intends to check the current status of expected 5G charging content for Rel-15, considering the WIDs already approved to be started. 
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Rationale

During SA5#116 meeting, the Tdoc S5-176069 [3] was presented to discuss the organization of the normative work for charging of 5G "Architecture and key features phase 1" Rel-15, considering a phased approach.
The study TR 32.899 concluded on a set of topics which are now included in the two Rel-15 WIDs SP-170952 [1] and SP-170951 [2].
The SP-170952 [1] WID includes in addition: untrusted non-3GPP accesses and Network Sharing, although they were not part of the study.
Two other topics which were also not part of the TR 32.899 were identified in this discussion paper S5-176069 [3], as important to ensure 5G System phase 1 commercial deployment:
