2. Previous report
The report of the last meeting (2017-11-09) was agreed.
3. Action items
The group checked the status of the outgoing action items from the last meeting, and the result can be found in the following:
1) Zhili: When the final 2017 version of M.3020 is published, send it to Thomas. (Done, closed)
2) Thomas: When the final 2017 version of M.3020 is published, check if SA5 should refer to that version in the requirements template. (Open)
3) Thomas: Check the Interface IRP template (in TS 32.157) for the order of the words in the Interface subclause heading within 3GPP TS. Report the decision to SG2 for consideration. (Open)
4) Thomas: Propose to SA5 to send an LS to SG2 from the next SA5 meeting, informing about the status of the new proposal to combine IS+SS in one TS. (Open)
5) Thomas: Send the latest draft TR on “RESTFul HTTP” SS to Zhili. (Done, closed)
4. Status reports
4.1 ITU-T SG2
Zhili: The final version of ITU-T Rec. M.3020 has been available (2017 version), and the final version was already sent to 3GPP SA5 (to Thomas).
During the SG2 December meeting, the proposal of combining IS and SS into one document was also discussed, and SG2 prefers keeping IS and IS specifications in separate documents, as there are not many version changes in ITU-T interface specification, which 3GPP encountered.
SG2 is interested in the “RESTful HTTP” solution set, and is planning to start a new work item on “RESTful HTTP based network management interface definition guideline”, and also hopes to cooperate with 3GPP on this work item.
SG2 also asked some questions regarding “RESTful HTTP” solution set. For example: how are the inheritance and containment relationships are represented in the “RESTful HTTP interface”? Are there any plans for 3GPP to re-define some NRM information models using RESTful HTTP?
The next ITU-T SG2 meeting will be held in Geneva 4 – 13 July, 2018.
Regarding the normative reference issues in M.3020, currently 3GPP is not listed in the qualified A.5 SDO list of ITU-T, thus M.3020 cannot reference 3GPP specifications normatively. SG2 will continue consulting ITU-T TSB to seek solutions on this issue, maybe using its Organizational Partner (OP) ETSI instead (which publishes all 3GPP specifications).
4.2 3GPP SA5
Thomas informed that the Technical Report (TR) 32.866 on “RESTful HTTP” solution set is already approved in 3GPP, and a new normative work item to develop a Technical Specification (TS) 32.158 on “RESTful HTTP” solution set guidelines, is also created in SA5. The scope of this work item is guidelines and best practices for specifying REST Solution Sets, template for REST Solution Sets etc. REST SS interface specifications will be developed in other TSs, such as Network Resource Model (NRM) for 5G networks and network slicing, Assurance data and Performance Management for 5G networks and network slicing etc. Progress will be made in the following 3GPP meetings. 
Thomas also reported that SA5 at the upcoming meeting #117 next week will start the work to combine the IS and SS for each new 5G specification into one document, as well as a Service Based Architecture. As a first step there will be a proposal for a new template specification for this, in cooperation with the “RESTful HTTP” SS work item.
There will be an SA5 meeting in Beijing during April 9-13, 2018, and one of the topics will be the new “RESTful HTTP” solution set work item. SG2 experts are invited to participate in this meeting and provide feedback on the current working draft.

- How the inheritance and containment relationships are represented in the “RESTful HTTP SS”?
- Will 3GPP provide the RESTful HTTP based interface definitions for NRM information models?
7) Zhili: 3GPP SA5#117  meeting will be held in Beijing 9-13 April 2018. Try to join this meeting to discuss the progress on “RESTful HTTP interface” with 3GPP experts.
8) Thomas: Send the invitation letter for the 3GPP SA5#117 meeting to Zhili.
