Dear colleagues,
BBF would like to thank 3GPP SA5 for the information provided in S5-181456. BBF has studied network slicing from an end-to-end perspective. We conclude that coordination between the 3GPP Management System and Transport Network (TN) manager for the management of 5G networks is essential. 
To be clear on the status of BBF work, the BBF has identified and is in an early phase of investigating an interface between the 3GPP Management System and Transport Network (TN) manager based on architecture Option#1 identified in your liaison.
We agree that there need to be support for capability exposure including: (i) performance, e.g. bandwidth, latency, etc., (ii) functionality, e.g. security, virtual functions, policy, etc., and (iii) connectivity like topology, understanding there might be additional capabilities required.  We rely on service definitions from partner organizations such as IETF, MEF, SG15, for details.  
We will inform 3GPP SA5 about further capabilities required if such are identified over the progress of our study.
The BBF time plan is to finalize the initial internal investigation on network slicing by June 2018. 
BBF would need to understand 3GPP SA5’s request regarding such capabilities concerning the transport network, i.e. is 3GPP SA5 asking BBF for a specification, or a recommendation towards existing specifications that can serve as examples?
