2. The Network Slice Subnet/Subnet Instance term was adopted by SA5 primarly for management purpose but has not been very clearly defined and the definition in clause 3.1 [1] actually more or less resembles that of network slice instance [2]. A more explicit definition is proposed to clause 4.5.
3. The term “ Telecommunication Resources” is used in the description of of all Use Cases in clause 5.4 [1]. It is therefore important that the term is clearly defined and used correctly. The current definition of Telecommunication Resources in clause 5.3 [1] requires some clarifications. For example the term “Nodes” used in the description may not be very clear. The first and second paragraph of the description also need to be aligned.

Managed network slice subnet concepts
The Network Slice Subnet Instance (NSSI) represents a group of network function instances (including their corresponding resources) that form part or complete constituents of a Network Slice Instance (NSI). The grouping of the network functions allows the management of each group of network functions to be conducted independently of the network slice instance. 
The Managed Network Slice Subnet concepts include the following aspects:

-
A MNSSI constituent may include Managed Function(s) directly and other constituent MNSSI(s).

-
An MNSSI may be shared by two or more MNSIs, this is called a shared constituent of MNSI.

-
An MNSSI may be shared by two or more MNSSI(s), this is also called a shared constituent of MNSSI.

-
An MNSSI that is dedicated to one MNSI and is not shared as a constituent by two or more MNSSI(s) is called a non-shared MNSSI.
-
An MNSSI may contain instances of CN Managed Functions only, or instances of AN Managed Functions only, or instances representing the TN Network Functions only, or any combination thereof.

-
An MNSSI may additionally have information representing a set of links with capacities to provide connection between MFs.

-
The resources used, and whose management aspects are represented by an MNSSI comprise physical and logical resources. In case of virtualization, virtualized resources may be used.
