Pre-Condition: The NSSI has been allocated

Network Slice Subnet Management Service Provider (NSSMS_Provider) receives an ActivateNssiRequest from NSS MS Consumer (NSSMS_Consumer) with network slice subnet identifier (created during the allocation procedure).

Based on the network slice subnet identifier provided, the NSSMS_Provider fetches the NSSI constituents allocated during the allocation procedure. The NSSMS_Provider may also verify that the NSSMS-Consumer is actually allowed to activate this NSSI. 
3) For each NSSI constituent 

3a) if the constituent is another NSSI the NSSMS_Provider requests the respective NSSMS_Provider (NSSI_Provider2) for the NSSI activation

3a-1) If not, the NSSMS_Provider runs the activation procedure for the constituent with the respective constituent management entity

4a) If all NSSI constituents are successfully activated, the NSSMS_Provider may activate other NSSI level services such as PM, FM, TM for the NSSI and appropriately populate the respective databases or data structures.

3a) If the NSSI constituent is another NSSI then NSSMS_Provider requests the respective NSSMS_Provider (NSSMS_Provider) for the NSSI deactivation

3b) Each NSSMS_Provider issues the deactivation request to appropriate constituent management system
