The concept to iclude only the requirements that are covered by the Release ’99 IRP, in general, can be accepted. However you remember that the requirements described in TS 32.111 Part-1, in general (Clause 4) apply to all the interfaces, including the interfaces that will never be “fully standardised” and, for this reason, will never be covered by an IRP.

Viceversa the requirements of Clause 5 are specific for the Itf-N. In this case, I agree, the requirements included in release 99 should be consistent with the IRP released for release ’99.  Also in this case, however I suggest to be flexible and discuss case by case if the requirements must be removed or not. 

Regarding the “clear distintion and description of concept and requirements”, I think that it was a god decision, but I don’t know if we will be able to introduce this improvement in the release ’99.  Concrete contrbutions on this point are very wellcome,
