1.2 Change Requests

1.2.1 32.101

Tdoc S5-000292: 32.101 Draft CR “Add and Update Correct Normative Reference List”

Motorola submitted a Change request (S5A000001) to add and update references that were erroneously removed from 32.101 when published at V3.0.0 in January 2000.

After clarification by Geoff Caryer of BT that referenced M series 2000 specifications have been approved by ITU-T the draft CR was agreed.

Recommendation to SA5: It is recommended to SA5 that the draft 32.101 CR (Tdoc S5-000292) be approved.

1.2.2 32.102

Tdoc S5-000293: 32.102 Draft CR “Regarding the Compliance Conditions”

Ericsson submitted a draft Change request to 32.102:

“Item 5 in the compliance condition list in section 8.1 can be misinterpreted. It can be interpreted that ‘Bulk transfer application protocol’ is requested “everywhere”

The draft CR was presented and agreed by the group

Recommendation to SA5: It is recommended to SA5 that the draft 32.102 CR (Tdoc S5-000293) be approved.
Tdoc S5-000295: 32.102 Draft CR “regarding the Mandatory/Conditional/Optional qualifiers”

Ericsson submitted a draft Change request to 32.102:

“This CR proposes to add a definition of some terms used in the IRP specifications. The purpose of defining them in the TS 32.102 is to get ONE definition used in all IRP specifications”.

The draft CR was presented and after some terminology corrections was agreed by the group

Recommendation to SA5: It is recommended to SA5 that the draft 32.102 CR (Tdoc S5-000295) be approved.

Tdoc S5A000005 & S5A000008: 32.102 Draft CR “regarding the definition of Open Specifications”

Ericsson submitted a draft Change request to 32.102:

“Open specifications are defined as being public. Separating this defintion into two new definitions, one for Open and one for Public specifications will improve the clarity of the text in the TS 32.102.”

There was a lengthy debate on these draft CR’s, It was concluded that it was too late in release 99 to now make any changes to the definition of the term “open” in 32.102, The 32.102 rapporteur indicated his intention however to align the compliance/conformance conditions of the document with current ITU-T TMN terminology and definitions in R2000.

Recommendation to SA5: No action currently required by SA5 Plenary. 
Tdoc S5-000294: 32.102 Draft CR “Update ITU-T TMN related reference material in 32.102”
This CR proposes to update reference material from ITU-T spec:

Considerable updates have been made on ITU-T TMN Standards 1999-2000. 3GPP TM architecture is largely based on TMN.  The most important changes are identified and the proposal is to make changes in TS 32.102 according to this CR.

After clarification by Geoff Caryer of BT that referenced M series 2000 specifications have been approved by ITU-T the draft CR was agreed.

Recommendation to SA5: It is recommended to SA5 that the draft 32.101 CR (Tdoc S5-000294) be approved.

Tdoc S5-000303: 32.102 Draft CR ”Correction of erroneous editing and usage of undefined term”
This CR recommends use of the term Itf-N rather than a similar undefined term used in 32.102, also correction of a typographical error.

The draft CR was agreed by the group.

Recommendation to SA5: It is recommended to SA5 that the draft 32.101 CR (Tdoc S5-000303) be approved.

1.3 Other Contributions

1.3.1 UTRAN Management

Tdoc S5-000302: Submission of internal technical report S5-TR01: Management Level Procedures and Interaction with UTRAN (based on I3.05 from RAN3)

Mannesmann submitted this contribution:

This contribution shows the Management Level Procedures and Interaction with UTRAN for the Iub interface. This is a reworked/updated document (up to date to the current specifications in RAN3) of the old I3.05 from RAN3 group.

Mannesmann presented the document.  This is an updated version of I3.05 aligned with latest NBAP specification and with some detail internal to RAN3 removed.

It was noted that the scope of the document is broader than O&M Iub and the scope section should be revised to reflect this. Mannesmann agreed to do this for the next version. Note the old title was “Node B O&M Functional Description”, new title is “Management Level Procedures and Interaction with UTRAN”  this should give some guidance on the new scope.

It was also agreed that a SA5 five digit number should be assigned.

It was discussed whether material from the document should be incorporated into 32.101 and 32.102 and it was decided that for now this would not be attempted due to the overlap of scope with RAN3.

Recommendation to SA5:
SA5 Rapporteur groups are requested to review the sections of the document (Tdoc S5-000302) as indicated below and to bring comments and contributions to the next SA5 meeting in Washington DC.

1.3.2 Release 2000

Tdoc S5-000290:  Release 2000 High Level Management requirements

The S5A000290 document contributed by BT contains a strawman proposal of “high level management requirements for 3GPP R2000 management and is intended to stimulate discussion.”

This BT contribution was discussed  and a proposal was made to draft a Service Management feature Work Item based on this proposal, The WI proposal was supported by BT, VoiceStream, Telenor, Telia and Sonera and the group drafted a WI proposal (Tdoc S5-000299)
Recommendation to SA5: It is recommended to SA5 that the draft WI proposal (Tdoc S5-000299) be approved.

Tdoc S5-000296: Draft 32.140 Service Management Requirements and Framework

Based on the WI proposal (Tdoc S5-000299) and the BT contribution (Tdoc S5-000290) BT drafted and initial outline of a specification, which was provisionally, assigned the number 32.140.

BT presented this draft to the group and though it has not yet had a detailed review within the AR/PR group it was agreed to supply it to the SA5 plenary for information and to encourage comment and contribution for the next SA5 meeting in Washington DC.

Other methods of encouraging contribution to the draft specification were discussed and it was suggested that the TMF Mobile Marketing Center should be contacted to request input, the possibility of arranging a joint session with the TMF Mobile Marketing centre at SA5’s Washington DC meeting was discussed and BT and Motorola agreed to informally contact the TMF’s Mobile Marketing Center chair to discuss the possibility, as the TMF Mobile Marketing Centre is already meeting in Washington DC the same week it is hoped this will facilitate a joint session.

Recommendation to SA5: It is recommended to SA5 that the 32.140 draft specification proposal  (Tdoc S5-000296) be recommended to all delegates for review, it is additionally requested that the approval be given to contacts being made with the TMF Mobile Marketing centre group to discuss the possibility of a joint session during the Washington DC SA5 meeting.

Tdoc S5-000271: Proposal for the Release 2000 Features, Building Blocks and Work Tasks Version 1.

As a result of the earlier WI Proposal (Tdoc S5-000299) the group decided to propose an update to this IGC document to include the new Work Item description.

Recommendation to SA5: It is recommended to SA5 that the update to the IGC work-plan (Tdoc S5-000300) be approved and sent to SA IGC.

Tdoc S5-000273:  Request for feedback on TR22.976 Study on Release 2000 services and capabilities.

“TR22.976 identifies the Release 2000 services requirements.  The report identifies the high level vision of Release 2000, the high level requirements, the Release 2000 services, support of IP multimedia services, applicability of existing toolkits, and roaming and handover requirements”.
No comments were received on this specification and the group did not have sufficient time or resources to hold a detailed review of the document during the meeting.


Recommendation to SA5: It is recommended that SA5 encourages its delegates to review the 22.976 specification (Tdoc S5-000273) and bring comments to the next SA5 meeting in Washington DC.
1.3.3 GSM LCS Management

Tdoc S5A000285:  GSM 12.71 (LCS O&M) for Release 98 v2.0.1 (editorial clean-up of the S5-000276 annex GSM 12.71 v2.0.0)

No comments were received on this specification and the group did not have sufficient time or resources to hold a detailed review of the document during the meeting.
