Justification

SA5 has conducted a study on OAM aspects of LTE and WLAN integration. The study addressed the following aspects:
-
the WLAN related information needs to be configured to the eNB to support LWA and LWIP;
-
how the 3GPP management system manages the WT function for the case that the WT function is implemented in a non-3GPP NE (e.g., WLAN AC, WLAN AP);
-
the management model for WT for co-located and non-co-located LWA deployment scenarios;
-
the performance measurements to monitor the LWA and LWIP; and
-
the FM (Fault Management) of LWA and LWIP.
The study has concluded that:
-
the CM of LWA and LWIP requires enhancements to the Generic NRM IRP and E-UTRAN NRM IRP;

-
the PM of LWA and LWIP requires new performance measurements to be defined for E-UTRAN; and
- 
the FM of LWA and LWIP can be supported by the existing Alarm IRP and WLAN management TS (see 28.680 [11]) without further enhancements, once the LWA/LWIP related NRMs are defined.

The study has also recommended to start normative work to address the CM and PM of LWA and LWIP based on the use cases, requirements and potential solutions as outlined in the 3GPP TR 38.868.

Objective

The objective is to:
· enhance the Generic NRM IRP and E-UTRAN NRM IRP to support CM of LWA and LWIP; and
· define new performance measurements for E-UTRAN to support PM of LWA and LWIP.
