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1. Overall Description:

In response to the LS from SA1 in S5-186057 (S1-182744) we can confirm there is not any ongoing study or work on Multi-device and Multi-Identity in SA5. However, in the current specifications it is possible to support  several identities, for both subscriber and device. The current specification can also support multi-operator (e.g. roaming case).
SA5 would like to get the clarification if there is any requirement for the same charging request associated to one service, to consider multiple subscribers belonging to multiple operators as the served user. For example, a charging request for an outgoing call containing two different identities associated to the calling party, belonging to two different operators.

If such scenario is needed, this would need to be addressed in SA5.
