Rationale

For the definition of a management service, the author of the management service description needs to decide which of the management service components are applicable to the management service. The components of a management service are described in [2] and shown here:
- Management service component type A is a group of management operations and/or notifications agnostic of managed entities.

- Management service component type B is the management information represented by information model of managed entities

- Management service component type C is performance information of the managed entity and fault information of the managed entity

A management service combines elements of management service components type A, B and C [2]. 
- The template for the network resource model (NRM) applies to the specification of management service component type B.

- The template for the Management service operations and notifications applies to the specification of type A and type C.

This contribution proposes to add the clause structure (headings) of template for stage 2 specification of NRM and the clause structure (headings) of the stage 2 specification of operations and notifications, stage 1 and 3 will be added later. The clause structure of NRM, operations and notifications use [3] as baseline and best practice.

The MnS template uses qualifiers M, O, CM, CO and C. The semantics of these qualifiers are defined in [y].
The MnS template uses type definition as one characteristic to describe class attributes and operation/notification parameters. The valid type definitions that can be used and their semantics are defined in [y].
