Justification

The legacy 3GPP SA5 Trace Management specifies trace session management and control, trace data content, trace file format and trace reporting procedures across EMs, NEs and Trace Collection Entity (TCE). To centralize trace session control and trace reporting management, SA5 further specifies a Trace IRP to manage and control trace job from IRPManager in NM to IRPAgent in EM.  

This specific interface design pattern is incompatible with Services Based Management Architecture (SBMA) management paradigm that 3GPP SA5 introduced for 5G management in 3GPP Rel-15.
