This contribution proposes to include a potential solution to enable CSMF to map the resource information to communication service provisioning capability.

Potential solutions

Solution for obtaining resource requirements for a given communication service requirement

In this case, CSMF is the customer of the NSM services. Therefore, CSMF needs to convert the received service requirements into network requirements.
1. CSMF may receive a service request, or any other trigger to initiate conversion of network resource information to service capability. 

2. CSMF may request analysis and historical data from MDA service providers. This request may include identifiers of the NSIs that will be used for service provisioning, e.g., NSSAIs, NSI IDs. 

a. If the existing measurement jobs are not adequate, MDAF creates new measurement jobs as described in 3GPP TS 28.550 clause 5.1.1, e.g., measurements for delay observed from ingress points of one NF to another NF per each QoS flow or per slice.

b. MDAF may obtain analysis from other analytical service providers, e.g., NWDAF of the 5G core networks, analytical service providers of the radio access network or non-3GPP entities. 

3. CSMF may request additional resource-related information from network slice and network slice subnet management service providers, if needed. 

4. If the conversion is done upon a request, CSMF may send a response, or may update databases with the conversion results.
