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Justification

Non-public network is a network that is intended for non-public use. Deployments of 3GPP networks in factories, enterprises and building automation for non-public use is a key demand of emerging 5G applications and verticals. The 5G system shall support non-public networks (NPN).
According to the 5G system service requirements work of SA1, see 3GPP TS 22.261, non-public networks are intended for the sole use of a private entity such as an enterprise, and may be deployed in a variety of configurations, utilising both virtual and physical elements. Specifically, they may be deployed as completely standalone networks, they may be hosted by a PLMN, or they may be offered as a slice of a PLMN.
In SA1, there are some Study Items and TRs, such as TR 22.830 and TR 22.804, which are related to non-public network. In SA2, there are a Work Item named as 5GS Enhanced support of Vertical and LAN Services and TR 23.734 as the output of the same name Study Item, which are related to the non-public network.
Therefore, SA5 should take more detailed studies on non-public networks management further and identifying the standards aspects to be defined in 3GPP and, when and where necessary, working jointly with other  relevant WG’s and SDO’s.
