Scope and Concepts

Multiple exposure of same MnS with shared or dedicated management access
As ilustrated in Figure 4.2-x and Figure 4.2-y, for fulfilling the tenancy concept, operators’ may provide the following:

Option 1 (Figure 4.2-x)

· Multiple tenants (e.g. verticals) are sharing the management access through single MnS Consumer instance.
· Same management service (e.g. performance management service) is consumed by multiple tenants.
Editor’s note: What other than perdormance management service is consumed by tenants is FFS.

· Dedicated management data is provided by MnS Provider (e.g. through dedicated exsposures of same MnS) 
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Figure 4.2-x: Multiple exposures of same MnS consumed by multiple tenants that share the management access
Editor’s note: How multiple exposures of same MnS impacts exposure governanace management capability is FFS.
Option 2 (Figure 4.2-x)
· Multiple tenants (e.g. verticals) are having dedicated management access through multiple MnS Consumer instances.
· Same management service (e.g. performance management service) is consumed by multiple tenants.
· Dedicated management data is provided by MnS Provider (e.g. through dedicated exsposures of same MnS)
