Introduction
Network slicing in 5G provides mobile operators opportunities and flexibility to create services tailored for various customers on demand. This flexibility can bring huge overhead to operators if these services need to be created manually. Therefore, automatic NSI creation is essential to operators, as it enables the creation of the NSI that contains 5G CN NF, gNB CU, and gNB DU automatically, based on the requirements given by the customers.

Description

The automatic NSI creation function receives the network slice related requirements to support communication services from an authorized consumer.
The automatic NSI creation function analyses requirements to determine the NSSIs, network functions and resources needed to support the requirements.
The automatic NSI creation function creates an NSI, which may include the instantiation of new network functions, configuration of existing NF, and interworking with transport management system to allocate the transport resources if needed.
