Sharing of same MnS 

As described in Figure 4.1-1 and Figure 4.1-2, for fulfilling the tenancy concept, operators’ can have different options to share their management resources between multiple tenants (e.g. verticals): 

Option 1 (Figure 4.1-x)

· Multiple tenants are accessing management services as single MnS Consumer
· 
· Same managed data is consumed by N different tenants (e.g. performance information), from a single MnS Producer 
· Tenancy concept managed data isolation is not provided by 3GPP management system

Note 1: MnS Consumer behaviour related to tenancy concept managed data isolation is not in 3GPP management system scope.


Note 2: MnS Producer behaviour related to tenancy concept managed data isolation is in 3GPP management system scope and it is FFS.
